The
installation of Tivoli Integrated Portal is required to enable single sign-on for Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center now installs Tivoli Integrated Portal along
with Tivoli Storage Productivity Center.

Launch in context feature
The launch in context feature enables you to access external applications from the Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center GUI. Three levels of launch in context exist: simple launch discovers basic
information about a device and its management; launch with parameters navigates to a
particular panel or state of an application; and launch with single sign-on lets you access
multiple external applications by using one user ID and password.

Single sign-on authentication
Single sign-on is an authentication process that enables you to enter one user ID and password
to access multiple applications. It requires a centralized user and group repository that all
participating applications can access, such as a directory that complies with the Lightweight
Directory Access Protocol (LDAP).

Support of Storage Resource agents
On Microsoft® Windows®, AIX, and Linux®, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center supports Storage
Resource agents. The Storage Resource agent probe provides the same information as
information that is collected by probes that use the Data agent. The Storage Resource agents do
not require the Agent Manager. Storage Resource agents offer a variety of asset reports, as well
as topology and Data Path Explorer functions.

Support for IBM DB2 9.5
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center now supports DB2 9.5. You can migrate your Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center databases from DB2 9.1 or DB2 8.2 to DB2 9.5. DB2 9.5 is optional. Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center continues to support DB2 9.1.

System Storage SAN Volume Controller
IBM SAN Volume Controller console and SAN Volume Controller CIM agent 4.3.1 are preinstalled on
the IBM System Storage Productivity Center server.

To communicate with the SAN Volume Controller, the SAN Volume Controller console can use a CIM
agent that is embedded in the SAN Volume Controller hardware or a proxy CIM agent that is installed
on other hardware. When you add a SAN Volume Controller CIM agent to the Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center, you can use the embedded CIM agent or the proxy CIM agent.

System Storage DS Storage Manager
A new version of the IBM System Storage DS Storage Manager user interface is available for you to
optionally install on the System Storage Productivity Center server or on a remote server. The DS
Storage Manager 10.50 can manage the DS3000, DS4000, and DS5000.

System Storage Productivity Center server information

As part of the SSPC planning, select the rack position. The position in the rack is identified by an Electrical
Industries Association (EIA) number. The SSPC has a height of one EIA, referred to as 1U. Select a location in
the rack that allows enough space for hardware components that might be installed at a future date.

A keyboard and mouse with Universal Serial Bus (USB) connectors are required for the initial setup of the
SSPC. A video display is also required. You can install an optional keyboard video mouse (KVM) unit by
ordering Feature Code 9100. If you install it as part of this service action, record the rack location of the KVM
unit in Tabela 1.
Dica: As a best practice, install the KVM unit directly above or below the System Storage Productivity Center
server so that the connecting cables of the device can reach the server. Feature code 9100 comes with
installation instructions. If you ordered this feature code, follow the instructions but do not remove and
discard the rubber pads under the keyboard. Peel off the protective strip on the console to expose the
adhesive surface and place the keyboard into the tray. Press the keyboard firmly so that it adheres to the tray.
You can discard the switch mounting brackets that come with feature code 9100.

Overview
IBM® System Storage Productivity Center (SSPC) is an IBM Machine Type 2805 server and preinstalled
software that can help you improve and centralize the management of your storage environment through the
integration of products. It provides a single point from which to manage your storage systems.

System Storage Productivity Center simplifies storage management by:

Centralizing the management of storage network resources with IBM storage management software
Providing greater synergy between storage management software and IBM storage devices
Reducing the number of servers that are required to manage your software infrastructure
Providing a simple migration path from basic device management to using storage management
applications that provide higher-level functions

System Storage Productivity Center is a 1U, rack-mounted hardware appliance that has IBM Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center Basic Edition and IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication installed on it. See
Figura 1 for a view of the hardware.
Figura 1. Front view of the System Storage Productivity Center server. The illustrations in this document might
differ slightly from your model.
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Figura 2 shows an overview of how the System Storage Productivity Center, IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center, IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication, and the hardware and software for IBM System
Storage DS8000, IBM System Storage SAN Volume Controller, IBM System Storage DS3000, IBM System
Storage DS4000, and IBM System Storage D5000 all relate with each other.

Nota: The IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center was formerly the IBM TotalStorage Productivity Center.
Figura 2. Overview of System Storage Productivity Center

System Storage Productivity Center provides integration of storage management applications for the following
products:

IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Basic Edition
IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Basic Edition simplifies the complexity of managing multiple
SAN-attached storage devices because you can perform device configuration and management of SAN-
attached devices from a single console.
With Basic Edition, you can manage network storage components based on SMI-S, such as:

IBM System Storage SAN Volume Controller
IBM TotalStorage Enterprise Storage Server (ESS)
IBM System Storage disk systems (DS3000, DS4000, DS5000, DS6000, and DS8000 series)
Other storage systems that use SMI-S standards

Device discovery is performed by Service Location Protocol (SLP), as specified by SMI-S. Configuration
of the discovered devices is possible in conjunction with CIM agents associated with those devices,
using the standard mechanisms defined in SMI-S. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center gathers events and
can start an element manager specific to each discovered device.

For SAN fabrics, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center simplifies the management and improves the
availability of the SAN environment. You can monitor and report on SAN resources and use a single
location for zone control. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center discovers existing zones and zone members
so that you can modify or delete them. You can create new zones, and you can also use aliases.

Tivoli Storage Productivity Center gives you the ability to view events happening in your SAN
environment and record state changes. Events related to topology changes or updates can be
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forwarded to the IBM Tivoli Enterprise Console, to another manager that uses Simple Network Manager
Protocol (SNMP), or to both.

For the SAN fabric, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center works with host bus adapters (HBAs), disk
systems, tape systems, SAN switches, routers, and gateways.

SSPC might also be used with other hardware because that hardware is used by Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center. For a complete list of supported devices, go to
http://www.ibm.com/software/sysmgmt/products/support/IBMTotalStorageProductivityCenterSt
andardEdition.html and click Plan > [View all Plan documents].

Integrated into the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center are both the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center for Replication and the IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal.

Nota: Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication was formerly a separate product.

IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal is a standards-based architecture for Web administration. You can access
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication from the Tivoli
Integrated Portal GUI, and you can access Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication from the
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI.

With the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center, components of the Tivoli Integrated Portal, Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center for Replication, and Tivoli Storage Productivity Center are automatically configured
to use a feature known as launch in context. The launch in context feature gives you the ability to
access external applications from the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI. The most prevalent
external applications that use the launch in context feature are element managers. An element
manager is typically vendor-specific software that administers a particular storage device. The launch
in context feature provides starting points in the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI so you can click
a button or select a menu item to start an element manager and work with a specific device.

There are three levels of launch in context ability:

Simple launch
This level exists in TotalStorage Productivity Center 3.3.2. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
discovers basic information about the device and the management of the device.

Launch with parameters
You can specify additional parameters in the URL or command-line interface when starting an
application. When the parameters are passed, you can navigate to a particular panel or state of
the application that was started. You can also identify objects to operate on and possibly provide
values to use in the operation.

Launch with single sign-on
You can enhance the launch in context feature to include single sign-on. Single sign-on is an
authentication process that lets you enter one user ID and password to access multiple
applications. Single sign-on integrates with the launch in context feature so that you can move
from one application to a specific location in a second application. An external application can
use single sign-on to authenticate with the same user repository as Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center. An example of such a user repository is a directory that complies with the Lightweight
Directory Access Protocol (LDAP).

External applications that do not include the WebSphere Application Server require the
authentication service that is provided by Tivoli Integrated Portal. For example, the element
managers for the IBM System Storage DS8000 (the DS8000 Storage Manager) and the SAN
Volume Controller both use the authentication service of Tivoli Integrated Portal to handle
launch in context with single sign-on from the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI.
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The installation of Tivoli Integrated Portal is required to enable single sign-on for Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center. Single sign-on lets you access:

Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
from the Tivoli Integrated Portal GUI
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication from the Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center GUI
External applications, such as element managers from the Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center GUI

The single sign-on feature requires a centralized user and group repository, such as an LDAP-
compliant directory, that all participating applications can access. Also, Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center uses Lightweight Third Party Authentication (LTPA) tokens to pass the user
information between applications. To use LTPA tokens for single sign-on, each participating
application must possess the same set of keys to encode and decode the user information
contained in the token. As an additional security feature, the LTPA tokens expire after a
determined amount of time. When the tokens expire, you must reenter your user ID and
password information.

If you select operating system authentication, the use of the single sign-on feature is limited.
Operating system authentication does not use single sign-on for element managers, even when
the element manager is installed on the same server as Tivoli Storage Productivity Center. For
more information about authentication,

Tivoli Storage Productivity Center works with Storage Resource agents on Microsoft® Windows®, AIX,
and Linux®. The Storage Resource agent probe is equivalent to the information that is collected by
probes that use the Data agent. The Storage Resource agents do not require the Agent Manager and
can be deployed to other systems by using the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI on the server
system. Storage Resource agents offer asset reports (including reports for HBAs), capacity reports,
subsystem-to-host-storage correlation (including multipathing information), and topology and Data
Path Explorer functions. They do not offer file system scans, discovery or topology of network-attached
storage, zoning and zone control functions, or subsystem device-driver configuration. For this
information, you can continue to use the Data agent and Fabric agent. For additional information and to
view sample reports,

Tivoli Storage Productivity Center now works with DB2 9.5. You can, optionally, migrate your Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center databases from DB2 9.1 or DB2 8.2 to DB2 9.5. Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center continues to work with DB2 9.1.

System Storage DS8000 Storage Manager
The IBM System Storage DS8000 Storage Manager user interface is accessible from the Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center user interface. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center provides a DS8000 element
manager page, which you can use to add and manage multiple DS8000 element managers from one
console. With the DS8000 element manager page, you can:

Access the IBM DS8000 Storage Manager interface that is embedded in the DS8000 Hardware
Management Console (HMC) and
Use the IBM DS8000 Storage Manager interface to configure and administer its associated IBM
DS8000 storage arrays.

The HMC is the console located inside the IBM DS8000 storage system. Starting with Release 2, the
IBM DS8000 includes the CIM agent, the Enterprise Storage Server Network Interface Server, and the
client as well as the disk drives. The HMC uses WebSphere to display Web pages to the Web browser
that is embedded in the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center user interface, a browser directly on the
HMC, or an external browser. Starting with Release 3, the use of the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
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user interface is required. If the IBM DS8000 has an HMC that has been upgraded from Release 2 to
Release 3 or later, you can start the user interface through an external browser.

The IBM DS8000 Storage Manager is preinstalled on the DS8000 HMC. This software will continue to
be included with the HMC.

The CIM agent for the IBM DS8000 is embedded in the HMC. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center can be
configured to communicate with the CIM agent. The CIM agent is required for storage asset
information, provisioning, alerting, and performance monitoring. The CIM agent conforms to the
Storage Networking Industry Association (SNIA) Storage Management Initiative - Specification (SMI-S)
to provide a communication transport between Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and the managed
devices. The CIM agent must be enabled by the IBM service representative for R2, R3, and R4, but not
for R4.1 or later. The CIM agent is enabled by default for R4.1 or later.

The DS CIM agent that is embedded in the IBM DS8000 must be configured. To configure the DS CIM
agent, you can click the Launch DSCIMCLI icon on the desktop to open a command prompt window. For
information about the DSCIMCLI, go to:

System Storage SAN Volume Controller

The SAN Volume Controller combines software and hardware into an appliance that uses symmetric
virtualization.

Symmetric virtualization creates a pool of managed disks (MDisks) from the attached storage systems.
Those storage systems are then mapped to a set of virtual disks (VDisks) for use by attached host
systems. System administrators can view and access a common pool of storage on the SAN.

The IBM System Storage SAN Volume Controller Console is installed with System Storage Productivity
Center. The SAN Volume Controller Console is a separate icon from the Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center user interface icon on your desktop.

With version 5.1.0, the SAN Volume Controller Console no longer requires a CIM agent to communicate
with the SAN Volume Controller. As a result, a CIM agent is not included as part of the graphical user
interface (GUI) of the SAN Volume Controller. Instead, the console uses the CIM agent that is
embedded in the SAN Volume Controller hardware. If it is necessary to manage an older level of the
SAN Volume Controller, install the corresponding CIM agent on the SSPC server. PuTTY is installed on
SSPC and available for key generation.

The SAN Volume Controller software performs the following functions for the host systems that attach
to SAN Volume Controller over the SAN:

Creates a single pool of storage
Provides logical unit virtualization
Manages logical volumes
Mirrors logical volumes

The SAN Volume Controller also provides the following features:

Large cache
Copy Services

FlashCopy (point-in-time copy)
Metro Mirror (synchronous copy)
Global Mirror (asynchronous copy)
Data migration

Space management
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Mapping that is based on performance of the characteristics that you want
Service quality metering
Space-efficient logical volumes (thin provisioning)

The SAN Volume Controller hardware consists of a SAN Volume Controller node that is an individual
server in a SAN Volume Controller cluster.

The nodes are always installed in pairs, with a minimum of one and a maximum of four pairs of nodes
constituting a cluster. Each pair of nodes is known as an I/O group. All I/O operations that are managed
by the nodes in an I/O group are cached on both nodes. I/O groups take the storage that is presented
to the SAN as MDisks by the storage systems and translates the storage into logical disks, known as
VDisks, that are used by applications on the hosts. A node resides in only one I/O group and provides
access to the VDisks in that I/O group.

With SAN Volume Controller, you can work with virtual disk copies, so that when the SAN Volume
Controller is probed by Tivoli Storage Productivity Center, all virtual disks have underlying logical
volumes representing the virtual disk.

Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication

Beginning with Release 4.1, IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication and Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center, previously separated products, are integrated. This means that you can start the
IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication user interface from within the Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center user interface.

By concentrating support for different hardware, interface implementations, element managers, and
session managers into a single product, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication acts as an
IBM single point of control for hardware-provided copy services. For high-level interfaces, it leverages
use of copy services by providing a standard interface, standard states, and standard status across
different copy types and different hardware. For example, the basic functions of Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center for Replication 4.1 provide management of IBM FlashCopy, Metro Mirror and Global
Mirror capabilities for the IBM ESS Model 800, IBM DS6000, and IBM DS8000. Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center for Replication also manages FlashCopy and Metro Mirror for the SAN Volume
Controller.

System Storage Productivity Center requires you to purchase and accept the license for the Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center for Replication Two Site Business Continuity (BC), Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center for Replication Three Site Business Continuity (BC), or a 60-day trial version (try
and buy) before using the product.

Two Site BC provides continuous availability and disaster recovery solutions by using point-in-time
replication, which includes FlashCopy, and continuous replication, which includes Metro Mirror, Global
Mirror, and Metro Global Mirror. With Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication Two Site BC, you
can use failover and failback to ensure that your data exists on both of your sites, and you can reverse
the direction of your sessions' data flow (making your secondary site your primary site, if necessary).

Three Site BC is an optional feature that provides you with all of the capabilities of Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center for Replication Two Site, as well as the ability to perform a Metro Global Mirror (with
failover/failback) to secondary and tertiary sites.

Nota: There are different hardware feature codes that you must purchase and install on the hardware
itself for different hardware features to work. For example, if you want to use FlashCopy on the
DS8000, you must have the hardware feature code to run FlashCopy on the DS8000. To determine the
feature codes for supported hardware, contact your IBM marketing representative.
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Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication is available on a trial basis before purchase. For
information, see .

With the integration of IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication and Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center, you can:

Access Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
from the Tivoli Integrated Portal GUI, and access Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for
Replication from the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI.
Use the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI to set up Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for
Replication SNMP alerts and IBM Tivoli Enterprise Console events.
Provide a Tivoli Storage Productivity Center superuser role that has authority over all Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center commands. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
includes a replication administrator role that has authority to all Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center for Replication commands. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication will honor
the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center superuser role, giving the superuser role authority over all
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
commands.

IBM System Storage DS3000, DS4000, and DS5000 Storage Manager

You can optionally install the DS3000, DS4000, and DS5000 Storage Manager user interface on the
System Storage Productivity Center server, or a remote server so that you can manage the storage
systems from a single console.

The DS4000 series of storage servers use Redundant Array of Independent Disks (RAID) technology.
RAID technology is used to protect the user data from disk drive failures. DS4000 storage servers
contain Fibre Channel (FC) interfaces to connect both the host systems and disk drive enclosures.

The storage servers in the DS4000 series provide high system availability through the use of hot-
swappable and redundant components. This is crucial when the storage server is placed in high-end
customer environments such as server consolidation on storage area networks (SANs).

The DS Storage Manager software is used to configure, manage, and troubleshoot the DS4000 or
DS5000 storage servers. With DS Storage Manager, you can:

Configure RAID arrays and logical drives
Assign logical drives to hosts
Replace and rebuild failed disk drives
Expand the size of the arrays and logical drives
Convert from one RAID level to another

The DS Storage Manager also offers troubleshooting and management tasks such as:

Checking the status of the storage server components
Updating the firmware of the RAID controllers
Managing the storage server

After you add and discover a DS CIM agent, you can launch the DS Storage Manager from the user
interface of the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center 4.1.1. You can launch the Storage Manager from the
topology viewer, Configuration Utility, or Disk Manager.

Also with DS Storage Manager, you can use advanced features of IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
for Replication, such as FlashCopy, Volume Copy, and Enhanced Remote Mirroring.
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To use Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to view reports and topology from the DS3000, DS4000, or
DS5000, you must first install the Engenio SMI-S Provider (CIM agent) for the storage system (on a
separate server; not the System Storage Productivity Center server). For information about the Engenio
SMI-S Provider, contact LSI at
http://www.lsi.com/storage_home/products_home/external_raid/management_software/smis_provid
er/index.html.

Beginning with System Storage Productivity Center 1.4, when you configure the SSPC for the DS3000,
DS4000, or DS5000, it is no longer necessary to install Java™. Instead, IBM Java 1.5 comes
preinstalled on the SSPC server.

IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Data

The data manager is the component that is responsible for understanding the behavior of the user data
located in the file systems and databases. The data manager includes enterprise-wide reporting and
monitoring, policy-based management, and automated capacity provisioning for direct-attached
storage (DAS), network-attached storage (NAS), and SAN environments.

The purpose of this component is to discover the usage patterns and capacity utilization of the storage
from an application's point of view. The data manager is also responsible for gathering application
usage demographics, reporting on storage from an application's perspective, and performing and
automating actions that provision application storage either by itself or invoking other components to
do so. The data manager is additionally responsible for collecting and analyzing performance
information from the file systems and the databases that are used by applications.

The data manager:

Includes many advanced features for monitoring and automating capacity utilization of your file
systems and databases, helping you manage more storage with the same staff
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Provides enterprise and capacity reporting and role-based management
Ensures application availability by providing storage on demand for file systems
Supports leading databases and provides chargeback capabilities based on storage usage
Supports complex heterogeneous environments such as Direct Access Storage, network-
attached storage and Storage Area Network (SAN), including intelligent disk subsystems and
tape libraries

IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Disk

The disk manager is the component that is responsible for discovering and monitoring storage
subsystems and performing and automating actions that provision disk resources. The disk manager is
additionally responsible for collecting and analyzing performance information from storage subsystems
and helping in the management of SAN-attached heterogeneous storage devices from a single console.

The disk manager:

Monitors and tracks the performance of SAN-attached Storage Management Initiative
Specification (SMI-S) compliant storage devices (for example, IBM, EMC, HDS, HP, Engenio, and
so forth).

Performance and health overlays on this view will provide a mechanism to
assess the impact of performance or device state in the paths on the connectivity between the
systems.
Provides storage provisioning for IBM and heterogeneous storage.

Provides tape asset reporting.

The fabric manager is responsible for collecting and
analyzing performance information from SAN fabrics. The fabric manager is a comprehensive
management solution for heterogeneous fabric support (for example, Brocade, Cisco, McDATA,
and so forth). It includes automatic resource and topology discovery, monitoring performance
and alerts, and zone control.

For DS8000 release 4.1 and later, the embedded CIM agent does not require configuration changes to
manage DS8000 devices. Instead, the DS8000 device user names and passwords are used to authenticate
CIM client requests. The DS8000 administrator must create user names and passwords that CIM clients can
use to attach to the CIM agent. Each user that is created must be in the administrator group. Users that are
created in any group other than the administrator group, cannot function with DS8000 release 4.1 and 4.2
CIM agents. The DS8000 administrator can use the DSCLI or the HMC console GUI to create the user names
and passwords.

If you log in to the DS8000 Element Manager for the first time using the administrator user ID, you are
required to change the password.

You need one user ID and password to set up the Element Manager. The user ID and password for the
Element Manager is stored in the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center database. After the user ID and password
are stored, when you log into the Element Manager within Tivoli Storage Productivity Center, that stored user
ID and the privileges associated with it is used.

With Tivoli Storage Productivity Center,
you can assign different users with different roles and segregate duties among users.

The procedure to add users to SSPC requires Tivoli Storage Productivity Center administrator authority and
can be done as two tasks:

Getting security updates through the Internet

To obtain security updates to the Windows operating system if your SSPC is connected to the Internet, use the
following steps:

1. From you SSPC desktop, click Start > Windows Update. The Windows Update window displays.
2. If prompted, follow the instructions to install ActiveX Control.
3. Click Express. The Express results window displays.
4. Click Install Updates. The Installing updates window displays while the updates are downloaded.
5. After the updates are installed, perform one of the following steps:

a. Click Restart to reboot the system. You will be asked to change your password.
b. Click Cancel to return to the SSPC desktop.

Getting security updates outside of the Internet

To obtain security updates to the Windows operating system if your SSPC is not connected to the Internet, use
the following steps:

1. From a laptop or personal computer that is connected to the Internet, go to
http://catalog.update.microsoft.com/v7/site/Install.aspx.

2. If prompted, follow the instructions to install ActiveX Control. Access the Windows Update Catalog.
3. Search for updates in the Windows Update Catalog by performing the following steps:

Keyboard, mouse, and video display

A keyboard and mouse with Universal Serial Bus (USB) connectors are required for the initial setup of the
SSPC. A video display is also required. You can install an optional Keyboard, Video, Mouse (KVM) unit by
ordering Feature Code 9100.
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For the customer: preparing for the installation
1.  For future reinstallation or recovery, retain all paperwork, CDs, and other information shipped with

the SSPC in a safe location.
2.  Complete the Planning work sheet.
3.  Read the document titled IBM Important Notices that is included in the shipping box.
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4.  Obtain an Ethernet cable to use during the installation.
5.  Installation requires a compatible keyboard, display, mouse, and interconnect cables. If you need to

purchase these items, ask your sales representative to order feature code 9100.
Dica: Feature code 9100 comes with installation instructions. If you ordered this feature code, follow
the instructions but do not remove and discard the rubber pads under the keyboard.

Productivity Center for the SAN Volume Controller, the DS3000, DS4000, DS5000, or the IBM Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center for Replication.
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For the IBM Service Representative: installing the hardware
Perform the following steps to install the SSPC in a rack:

1.  Check for flashes and APAR information by accessing the IBM Support Page for SSPC
(http://www.ibm.com/systems/support/storage/software/sspc) and clicking Flashes.

2.  As is best practice, ensure that all related network-storage devices are fully functioning (for
example, IBM® System Storage DS8000).

3.  Unpack the contents of the SSPC shipping box and check off the items in .
4.  Unpack the box that contains the cable-management arm.

Dica: Save all packaging material until the cable-management arm is fully assembled. Small hardware
pieces might not be visible and might be discarded accidentally with the packaging material. Carefully
remove the plastic ties from the cable-management arm and do not destroy them. You might choose to
use them to secure cables.

5.  Read the enclosed IBM Important Notices.
6.  Locate the Rack installation instructions in the plastic bag that contains the IBM System Storage

Productivity Center documentation.
7.  On the Planning Work Sheet, write down the 25-digit Windows® Product Key number that is found

on the Microsoft® Windows Server 2008 Enterprise label affixed to the top of the SSPC.
8.  Disregard the instructions that are packaged with the slide rails, and mount the SSPC server by

performing the steps in the IBM Rack installation instructions. Set aside the screws that come with the
slide rails; they are not necessary.

9.  Make the following cable connections on the back panel of the SSPC.
a.  Connect the Ethernet cable from customer's network to Ethernet 1 port, which is located at

the left rear of the SSPC.
Importante: Do not use the other two Ethernet ports at this time or the network connection will
fail.

b.  Connect the keyboard and mouse to USB 1 and USB 2 ports. If using a keyboard and mouse
combination, connect to the USB 1 connector.

c.  Connect the video display cable to video connector port.
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d.  Connect the power cord (included) to the customer's rack-mounted power distribution unit
(PDU) or power outlet, then to the power supply connector on the SSPC server. (If an optional
redundant power supply is already installed, connect that power supply to a PDU, and plug the
remaining power cord into a second PDU to increase redundancy.)

10.  Connect the video display power cord to the video display, then to the customer's rack-mounted
PDU or power outlet.

11.  Secure all cables. Ensure that the cables have adequate slack to allow for full movement of both the
cable-management arm and the server, and to allow for disconnection.

12.  At the rear of the SSPC, remove the hanging tag with the address of the baseboard management
controller (BMC) media access control (MAC) and give it to the customer to store with the product
documentation. After you deploy the server, remove the BMC MAC address tag from the rear of the
sever so that it does not impede airflow.

2.  In the Set Up Windows window, enter the Country or region, Time and currency, and Keyboard
layout information.

3.  Enter the 25-digit Windows® product key without dashes (recorded in Windows Server 2008
Enterprise Edition Product Key and computer name).

4.  In the Windows product key window, ensure that Automatically activate Windows when I am online
is checked and click Next.
Importante: The customer must read and accept the license agreement in the next step. The IBM®
service representative cannot do this on behalf of the customer.

5.  In the Microsoft® Software License Terms window, select I accept the license terms and click Next.
6.  Enter the computer name that the customer specified in Tabela 2. Click Start.
7.  Windows opens a panel that reads The user's password must be changed before
logging on the first time. Click OK.
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8.  Set the Windows Administrator password field to the one in Tabela 3 of the Planning Work Sheet.

127.0.0.1.
Enter an IPv6 address. These addresses are typically written as eight groups of
four hexadecimal digits, but might vary from site to site. For example:

You can use IPv6 addresses if the computer
where Tivoli Storage Productivity Center is dual-stack enabled (IPv4 and IPv6).

Port
Enter the port number on which the element manager listens for requests. The default
port number that is shown depends on the value that is selected in the Protocol field. You
can modify the port number if required for your environment.

Username
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If the DS8000 requires a user name to log on, enter that user name in this field.
Password

If the DS8000 requires a password to log on, enter the password here.

If the DS8000 element manager that you are adding is a new installation and the user
password for the enterprise storage server network interface (ESSNI) has not been
changed from the initial value of admin, you are prompted to change the password. Be
prepared to enter a password and record the new password in a safe place.

Password Confirm
Enter the same password that you entered in the Password field.

Protocol
Select the protocol (http or https) for the element manager.

Display Name
If you specify a display name, it is used to identify this element manager in the element
manager table. If you do not specify a display name, the IP address of the element
manager is used instead.

d. Click Save to add the DS8000 element manager. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center tests the
connection to the element manager. If the connection was successful, the element manager is
displayed in the DS8000 element manager table.

If the connection is unsuccessful, an error message is displayed indicating that the element
manager at the specified IP address could not be added. Click Cancel to close the window
without adding the DS8000 element manager.

Description
Enter a description of the CIMOM in this field. This description can be any combination of
alphanumeric characters. This field is optional.

Reports are organized into report types and categories, which can be expanded in the navigation tree to reveal
additional sub-categories of reporting. Some reports are also accessible through the topology viewer.

Report categories: asset, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center-wide storage space (capacity), monitored
computer storage space, storage subsystem, tape library, data source

Overview

The process for accepting the Two Site or Three Site Business Continuity license copies a new license file into
the license directory. The CD or CD image for the license contains the setup file and the new license file.

The major steps for configuring SSPC for Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication are:

1. Add the IP address for Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication to the trusted zone in Internet
Explorer.

2. Accept the Two Site or Three Site Business Continuity license for Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for
Replication.

3. Open the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI.
4. Manage and monitor Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication.
5. Activate Windows license.
6. Subscribe to technical support Web sites.

Nota: There are different hardware feature codes that need to be purchased and installed on the hardware
itself for different hardware features to work. For example, on the DS8000, if you want to use FlashCopy you
must have the hardware feature code to do FlashCopy on the DS8000. If you want to create a FlashCopy
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session on IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication that manages a DS8000, you need the
FlashCopy feature on your DS8000.

The Replication Paths Overview button displays the ESS/DS Paths panel. The ESS/DS

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Replication Management Servers Overview
The Replication Management Servers button displays the Management Servers panel.
The Management Servers main panel displays the status of the management servers
configuration, lists the management servers in operation (up to two), and enables you to
define a standby server, or to define the local server as a standby server to an alternate
server. This panel has two variations, depending on whether or not you have defined a
standby.

Replication Administration
The Replication Administration button displays the Administration panel. The
Administration panel displays a list of IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for
Replication users and groups and their access privileges, and allows administrators to
take actions on users and groups.

Replication Advanced Tools

The procedure to add user roles to SSPC requires Tivoli Storage Productivity Center administrator authority
and can be done as two tasks:

Set up the user ID at the operating-system level, and then add this user ID to a group.
Set up Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to map the operating-system group to a Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center role.

Figura 1 illustrates how to add a new user role to the IBM System Storage Productivity Center.

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The authorization level in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center depends on the role assigned to a user group. See
Tabela 1.

Role Authorization level

Superuser Has full access to all Tivoli Storage Productivity Center functions.

Productivity Center administrator Has full access to operations in the Administration section of the
GUI.

Disk administrator Has full access to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center disk
functions.

Disk operator Has access to reports only for Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
disk functions. This includes reports on tape devices.

Fabric administrator Has full access to IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Fabric
functions.

Fabric operator Has access to reports only for IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center for Fabric functions.

Data administrator Has full access to IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Data
functions.

Data operator Has access to reports onlyIBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
for Data functions.

Tape administrator Has full access to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center tape
functions.

Tape operator Has access to reports only for tape functions.

1. If a user has multiple roles, the authorization level is a combination of the levels for each of the roles.
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2. If a user is not a member of any of the roles listed, no access is granted to that user.

You can use many types of user roles. The commonly used roles for SSPC are the disk administrator and disk
operator.

Setting up the user ID at the operating-system level

To set up a new SSPC user role, the SSPC administrator needs to first grant the appropriate user permissions
on the operating system using the following steps:

1. From the SSPC desktop, click Server Manager > Configuration > Local Users and Groups > Users.
2. Create a new user ID. Click Action > New User. Specify a value for the following fields:

User ID and password.
If appropriate, select User must change password at next logon.

If you select this box, the user must change the password the first time that they log on.

If appropriate, select Password never expires.
Click Create to add the new user ID.

3. Add the new user ID to an existing group.
a. To add the user ID to an existing group, click Local Users and Groups > Groups. Click Groups.

Select a group in the right pane. Right-click on the group. Click Add to group to add a new group
or select an existing group. Select Add > Advanced > Find Now and select the user to be added
to the Group.

b. On the Administrators Properties window, click Add.
c. On the Select Users window, enter the user ID in the Enter the object names to select field.

Click OK.
d. Click OK to exit the Administrators Properties window.

To simplify user administration, use the same name for the Windows® user group and the user group roles in
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center. For example, create the Windows user group "Disk Administrator" and
assign this group to the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center role "Disk Administrator."

Setting up the user roles in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center

The group that is defined at the operating-system must be mapped to a role that is defined in Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center.
To do this, follow these steps:

1. Log on to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center with administrator permission and click Administrative
Services > Configuration > Role-to-Group Mappings.

2. On the right pane, click Edit for the role that you want to associate with the group that you have
created. The Edit Group window is displayed.

3. Enter the group that you want to associate with the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center role. For DS8000
management, the roles to use are Disk Operator or Disk Administrator. After you define the user role,
the operator can access the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI.

The authorization level in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center depends on the role assigned to a user
group.

4. Click File > Save to save the mappings.

For information about Tivoli Storage Productivity Center user roles, see User IDs, passwords, and user roles.

Accessing Tivoli Storage Productivity Center as a new user
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To access the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI, the operator opens a Web browser using the Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center user ID and password. The operator must also provide the SSPC IP address that
you provide. Follow these steps to log on to the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI:

1. If you selected the field Change password at first login, the user must first log on to SSPC to change
the password. The user can log on at the SSPC server or by Remote Desktop.

2. Connect to the Web address http://SSPC_IP_address:9550/ITSRM/app/welcome.html.
3. Select TPC GUI and open the Java™ Web Start executable file. The first time you perform this task, a

Java Web start session is opened and the TSRMGUI.jar is downloaded to the workstation where the
browser was started.

4. Start the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI. If localhost is displayed in the Server field of the
login window for Tivoli Storage Productivity Center, type the host name or the IP address of the SSPC
server in this field.

5. Enter the appropriate user ID and password.
6. Change the server field to SSPC_IP_address:9549 if there is no name server resolution between the

workstation and SSPC. SSPC_IP_address is the IP address of the SSPC server.

To use the Windows Server Backup feature to back up or recover your SSPC system, you must be a member of
the Windows Backup Operators or Administrators Group, or you must have been delegated the appropriate
authority.

The Administrator user ID that is included with SSPC is a member of the Administrators Group and has
appropriate authority to perform a backup or recovery. However, if another SSPC user ID exists and you want
to use it, a member of the Windows Administrators Group can modify the properties of that user ID and
provide authority by adding it to the Backup Operators Group.

Dica: A user ID that is a member of the Backup Operators Group can perform backup and recovery operations,
but has no Administrator rights.

To enable a non-Administrator user ID to back up or recover the SSPC image by using the Windows Server
Backup feature, perform the following steps.

1. Determine the user ID that you want to use to recover the backup image.
2. From the Microsoft® Windows desktop, click Start > Server Manager.
3. From the navigation pane of the Windows Server Manager window, expand Configuration.
4. Expand Local Users and Groups.
5. Double-click the Users folder to display a list of SSPC user IDs.
6. Double-click the user ID that you want to use. The properties for the user ID are displayed.
7. Click the Member Of tab.
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8. Click Add and enter Backup Operators. Click OK and click Apply. The Backup Operators authority for
this user ID is displayed in the Member of window.

Integrated Portal using a single user ID and password. Single sign-on integrates with the launch in
context feature so that you can move smoothly from one application to a functionally related location in
a second application.
Launch in context
The launch in context feature is available in two modes: inbound and outbound. With the inbound
launch in context feature, you can start IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center at a specified point in the
graphical user interface (GUI).
Configuring SSPC for Remote Desktop connection
Use this procedure to configure IBM System Storage Productivity Center (SSPC) for a Remote Desktop
connection. Remote Desktop is included with Windows 2008 and enables you to connect to your
computer across the internet from virtually any computer.

In the Configuration Utility, you use the Element Manager tab to view and manage all of the element managers
that have been created for the DS8000 and other devices.

Start the DS8000 Element Management Configuration page with a list of element managers that are
visible to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center.
Start the DS8000 GUI (for example, the DS8000 Storage Manager) to configure and administer the
storage subsystems associated with an element manager.
Add element managers that you want to manage.
Remove element managers.
Modify element managers that are on the page.
Test the connection between IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and element managers.
Add CIM object manager (CIMOM) connections for element managers. For example, you can perform a
task to associate a CIMOM that is embedded on a DS8000 Hardware Management Console (HMC) with
a DS8000 element manager. You are not required to associate CIMOMs with element managers if you
only want to configure and administer DS8000 storage subsystems. However, doing so enables you to
use Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to monitor and collect storage metrics about the associated
DS8000 storage subsystem and discover other storage entities managed by the CIMOM.
Modify CIMOM connections for element managers.
Remove CIMOM connections from element managers.

The user name and password for the DS8000 GUI are stored with each Tivoli Storage Productivity Center user.
Therefore, before a Tivoli Storage Productivity Center user can access a DS8000 GUI, each user must have
stored their user credentials. The Element Manager tab lists all element managers that are known to the Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center, regardless of whether the user credentials are valid.

If the element manager has been added to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center using different credentials from
the ones you are using, or if you attempt to open the DS8000 GUI for the first time after the element manager
was added to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center by CIMOM discovery, you encounter the following message:

The element manager GUI cannot be accessed because the user name and password are
missing. Update the required fields in the next dialog. The GUI will be displayed
after the fields have been correctly completed and the dialog closed.

The DS8000 Element Manager section

The DS8000 Element Manager section of the Element Manager tab contains a table listing the element
managers that are visible to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and a Select Action list. With this list you can
add an element manager to the section and to manage existing element managers. The menu items that are
shown in the Select Action list depend on whether you have selected an element manager in the table. This
table contains the following fields:

Element Manager
Shows the IP address of the element manager or the display name if a display name was defined.
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Connection Status
Shows the status of the element manager. The values in this field are:

Online
The element manager is accessible.

Offline
The element manager is not accessible.

Device
The name for the device as defined in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center.

UID/PWD
Shows whether a user ID and password have been defined for authentication to the element manager.
The values that appear in this field are:

Yes
A user ID and password have been defined.

No
A user ID and password have not been defined.

CIMOM
Shows whether a CIMOM is configured for the element manager. The values that appear in this field
are:

Yes
A CIMOM is configured.

No
A CIMOM is not configured.

LIC Enabled
Shows whether a launch descriptor file has been registered for the element manager. A launch
descriptor file is an XML file that describes the menus and the detailed uniform resource locators
(URLs) for applications. An launch descriptor file is required to enable the launch in context feature for
the device. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center provides a launch descriptor file for the element manager
that is provided with DS8000. The values that appear in this field are:

Yes
Launch in context is enabled.

No
Launch in context is not enabled.

b. Add the credentials and click Save.

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CIM object manager
A CIM object manager (CIMOM) is a program that is installed on storage subsystems so that management
application appliances, such as IBM® System Storage Productivity Center, can perform operations on that
storage subsystem.

You can create a CIMOM connection on IBM System Storage Productivity Center to interface with and manage
a storage subsystem. After creating the CIMOM connection on the System Storage Productivity Center, you
can run data collection jobs such as probes, subsystem performance monitors, and scans from your System
Storage Productivity Center against the subsystem.

A CIMOM is similar to an element manager because both a CIMOM and an element manager allow the
management applications to issue commands on it. However, when you create an element manager you are
creating an actual interface with the storage subsystem's GUI. Creating a CIMOM connection provides a direct
request and response relationship between the System Storage Productivity Center and the device. An
element manager can only be created for a DS8000.

Some of the storage subsystems that support the CIMOM interface are:

IBM Tivoli Storage
Tivoli Storage Enterprise Storage Server
Storage area network SAN Volume Controller
DS4000, DS6000, DS8000

IBM System Storage Productivity Center supports any SMI-S-certified CIMOM, and tape and switch CIMOMs.

4. Expand Administrative Services > Data Sources > CIMOM Agents.
5. Click Add CIMOM to add the embedded CIM agent.
6. Both the embedded and external CIM agents are displayed in the CIMOM Agents table. Select the entry

that represents the external CIM agent and click Remove CIMOM.

Single sign-on
Single sign-on is an authentication process by which you can enter one user ID and password to access
multiple applications. For example, you can access IBM® Tivoli Integrated Portal and then access IBM Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center and IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication from Tivoli Integrated
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Portal using a single user ID and password. Single sign-on integrates with the launch in context feature so that
you can move smoothly from one application to a functionally related location in a second application.

IBM XIV Storage Manager
IBM System Storage SAN Volume Controller
IBM System Storage DS4000

Selecting the user authentication method to use with single
sign-on

With single sign-on, you can select the user authentication method that you want to use.

The initial configuration of Tivoli Storage Productivity Center on System Storage Productivity Center is set to
use the operating system (OS) users and groups on the server where Tivoli Storage Productivity Center is
installed for authentication and authorization. You can configure Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to use
LDAP as the authentication method.

OS Authentication
This method authenticates the user against the users defined for the local operating system (OS).

LDAP/Active Directory
This method authenticates the user against a Lightweight Directory Access Protocol (LDAP) or
Microsoft® Active Directory repository.

If you select OS authentication, the use of the single sign-on feature is limited. OS authentication does not
support single sign-on for element managers. LDAP or Microsoft Active Directory authentication supports
single sign-on for element managers regardless of where they are installed.

You can change the user authentication method using the Tivoli Integrated Portal graphical user interface
(GUI).

Changing the authentication method from LDAP to the local
operating system

You can configure IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to authenticate against the local operating system.
To change the authentication method from LDAP to local operating system, you must use Tivoli Integrated
Portal.

The local operating system authentication does not permit single sign-on if Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
and Tivoli Integrated Portal are on separate computers. Operating system authentication also does not
support single sign-on for element managers, regardless of the location of the element manager application.
To change the user authentication method from LDAP to the local operating system, complete the following
steps:

1. Start an Internet Explorer or Firefox Web browser, and type the following information in the address
bar:

http://hostname:port

where hostname defines the server name or IP address that is running Tivoli Integrated Portal and port
defines the port number for Tivoli Integrated Portal. If you used the default port during the installation
of Tivoli Integrated Portal, the port number is 16310. Contact your Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
administrator if you need to verify the host name and port number.

2. On the Tivoli Integrated Portal logon page, log on using the appropriate user ID and password. Your
user ID must have administrator permissions.

3. From the Tivoli Integrated Portal navigation tree, click Security > Secure administration, applications,
and infrastructure.

4. On the "Secure administration, applications, and infrastructure" page, select Local operating system
from the Available Realm Definitions list.

5. On the "Local operating system" page, configure the following items:
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a. In the Primary administrative user name field, enter the name of a user ID that is defined in your
local operating system. This user ID is granted administrative privileges in the Tivoli Integrated
Portal server, the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Device server, and the IBM Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center for Replication server.

b. Click Server identity that is stored in the repository.
c. In the Server user ID or administrative user on a Version 6.0.x node field, enter the same ID that

you entered in the Primary administrative user name field and enter the password for the user ID
in the Password field.

d. Click OK.
e. In the Messages pane on the "Secure administration, applications, and infrastructure" page,

click Save in Save to the master configuration.
6. Configure the following items on the "Secure administration, applications, and infrastructure" page:

a. In the Available realm definitions list, select Local operating system and click Set as current.
b. Click Apply and click the Save link in Save to the master configuration

7. Stop and restart the Tivoli Integrated Portal, IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
servers and the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center data and device servers.

Changing the authentication method from local operating
system to LDAP federated repositories

You can configure IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to communicate with an external Lightweight
Directory Access Protocol (LDAP) repository such as IBM Tivoli Directory Server or Microsoft Active Directory.
To change the authentication method from local operating system to LDAP, you must use IBM Tivoli
Integrated Portal.

System Storage Productivity Center has been installed with operating system authentication. To change the
user authentication method from local operating system to LDAP, complete the following steps. Contact your
LDAP server administrator for assistance.

Before changing the user authentication method, stop and restart only the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
Device server before running this procedure.

1. Start an Internet Explorer or Firefox Web browser, and type the following information in the address
bar:

http://hostname:port

Where hostname defines the server that is running Tivoli Integrated Portal such as the server name or
IP address and port defines the port number for Tivoli Integrated Portal. If the default port was
accepted during the installation of Tivoli Integrated Portal, the port number is 16310. Contact your
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center administrator if you need to verify the host name and port number.

2. On the Tivoli Integrated Portal logon page, log on using the appropriate user ID and password. Your
user ID must have administrator permissions.
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3. In the Tivoli Integrated Portal navigation tree, click Security > Secure administration, applications, and
infrastructure.

4. On the Secure administration, applications, and infrastructure page, select Federated Repositories
from the Available Realm Definitions list.

b. Enter the values for the following fields:

Repository identifier. A unique identifier for the LDAP repository. This identifier uniquely
identifies the repository within the cell, for example: LDAP1.
Directory type. The type of LDAP server to which you want to connect.
Primary host name. The host name of the primary LDAP server. This host name is either
an IP address or a domain name service (DNS) name.
Port. The LDAP server port. The default value is 389, which is not a Secure Sockets Layer
(SSL) connection. You can use port 636 for a Secure Sockets Layer (SSL) connection. For
some LDAP servers, you can specify a different port for a non-SSL or SSL connection. If
you do not know the port to use, contact your LDAP server administrator.
Bind distinguished name. The distinguished name (DN) for the application server to use
when binding to the LDAP repository. If no name is specified, the application server binds
anonymously. In most cases, bind DN and bind password are needed. However, when
anonymous bind can satisfy all the required functions, bind DN and bind password are not
needed.
Bind password. The password for the application server to use when binding to the LDAP
repository.

c. Click OK.
d. In the Messages box on the Manage repositories page, click the Save link in Save to the master

configuration.
8. On the Manage repositories page, click the identifier for the repository that you want to use in the

Repository identifier column.
9. On the configuration page for the repository, configure the following items:

a. Click LDAP entity types under Additional Properties. The LDAP entities page is displayed.
b. In the Entity type column, click the link for Group, OrgContainer, and PersonAccount and

complete the Search bases field. This field specifies the search bases that are used to search
this entity type. The search bases specified must be subtrees of the base entry in the repository.
The following are example search bases, where o=ibm,c=us is the base entry in the repository:

 o=ibm,c=us or cn=users,o=ibm,c=us or ou=austin,o=ibm,c=us  

Delimit multiple search bases with a semicolon (;). For example:

ou=austin,o=ibm,c=us;ou=raleigh,o=ibm,c=us

c. Click OK and then click the Save link in Save to the master configuration each time that you
update the Search bases field.

10. Return to the Federated repositories page and click Supported Entity Types under Additional
Properties.

11. On the Supported entity types page, configure the following items:
a. In the Entity type column, click the link for Group, OrgContainer, and PersonAccount and

complete the Base entry for the default parent and Relative Distinguished Name properties
fields.

In the Base entry for the default parent field, enter the same value that you entered in the
Search bases field in step 9.
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In the Relative Distinguished Name properties field, enter the appropriate LDAP attribute
name. In most cases, the values for this field are cn for Group, o;ou;dc;cn for
OrgContainer, and uid for PersonAccount.

b. Click OK and then click the Save link in Save to the master configuration each time that you
update the Base entry for the default parent field.

12. Return to the Federated repositories page and click Apply and then click the Save link in Save to the
master configuration.

13. Under Repositories in the realm, click Add base entry to Realm.
14. On the Repository reference page, configure the following items:

a. In the Repository list, select the repository that you created in step 7.
b. In the Distinguished name of a base entry that uniquely identifies this set of entries in the realm

field, enter the distinguished name of a base entry that uniquely identifies the repository in the
realm. In most instances, this value is the same value that you entered in the Search bases field
in step 9.

c. In the Distinguished name of a base entry in this repository field, enter the distinguished name
of the base entry within the repository. In most instances, this value is the same value that you
entered in the Distinguished name of a base entry that uniquely identifies this set of entries in
the realm field.

d. Click OK and then click the Save link in Save to the master configuration each time that you
update the Distinguished name of a base entry that uniquely identifies this set of entries in the
realm field.

15. On the Federated repositories page, there are now two repositories that are displayed under
Repositories in the realm: the repository that you have added and a default repository that shows File
in the Repository type column. Configure the following items:

a. Leave the value in the Realm name field as is or change the name of the realm name.
b. In the Primary administrative user name field, enter the name of a user in the repository that you

added. This user is granted administrative privileges in the Tivoli Integrated Portal server, the
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Device server, and the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
for Replication server.

c. Click Server identity that is stored in the repository.
d. In the Server user ID or administrative user on a Version 6.0.x node field, enter the same ID that

you entered in the Primary administrative user name field and enter the password for the user ID
in the Password field.

e. Select the default file repository that shows File in the Repository type column and click
Remove.

f. Click OK and then click the Save link in Save to the master configuration.
16. Return to Secure administration, applications, and infrastructure page and configure the following

items:
a. In the Available realm definitions list, select Federated repositories and then click Set as

current.
b. Click Apply and then click the Save link in Save to the master configuration

17. Stop and restart the Tivoli Integrated Portal, IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
servers and the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Data and Device servers.
Stop the servers in this order:

a. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication server
b. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Data server
c. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Device server
d. Tivoli Integrated Portal server

Start the servers in this order:
a. Tivoli Integrated Portal server
b. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Device server
c. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Data server
d. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication server
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For information regarding stopping and starting a server, go to the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
Information Center and search for starting and stopping services. If the server is running on a Windows
operating system, the change to the user authentication method might not be implemented until you
restart the computer.

To verify that the federated repository is configured correctly, complete the following steps:

1. Log on to Tivoli Integrated Portal as the new super user ID (the administrative account is no longer the
OS credentials, but is now configured to use the LDAP server super user credentials).

2. In the Tivoli Integrated Portal navigation tree, click Users and Groups > Manage Users.
3. In the Search by list, select User ID.
4. Click Search to search for users in the federated repository. The list of users includes users from both

the LDAP and the local file registry.
5. After you have completed and verified the conversion of your Tivoli Storage Productivity Center

system's authentication mechanism from local operating system to LDAP federated repositories,
remove all Administrative Group Roles entries in the Tivoli Integrated Portal console that involve local
operating system groups:

a. In the Tivoli Integrated Portal navigation tree, click Users and Groups > Administrative Group
Roles.

b. In the Administrative Group Roles table, select all entries that involve local operating system
groups. Do not select entries that involve LDAP federated repository groups.

c. Click Remove.
d. In the Messages box on the Administrative Group Roles page, click Save link in "Save directly to

the master configuration."

Center GUI to start an application such as an element manager at a specified point in the manager.

Inbound launch in context feature
With the inbound launch in context feature you can start IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center at a
specified point in the graphical user interface (GUI).
Prerequisite: You must have View and Modify permissions to use the launch in context feature.
You can run the launch in context feature in the following ways:

Use Java™ Web Start from a Web browser.
Use the command line on Windows®, AIX, Linux®, or UNIX®
Use the Windows Start menu.
Use the Tivoli Enterprise Portal GUI to define, edit, and launch commands.

Outbound launch in context feature
With the outbound launch in context feature you can start applications such as element managers from
various points in the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center graphical user interface (GUI).
Launch in context is not available for the following programs:

IBM XIV Storage Manager
IBM System Storage SAN Volume Controller
IBM System Storage DS4000

When you right-click a storage device in the Topology Viewer graphic view, for example, you see a
launch in context menu for that device. The content of the launch in context menu varies. The launch in
context menu is displayed when you right-click various objects in the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
GUI.

R4.2 or later.

Overview

Configuring Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and DS8000 for single sign-on involves these general steps:

For Tivoli Storage Productivity Center

1. Extract the certificate. This certificate is used for securing communication between the
Authentication Client on the HMC and the Authentication Service (server component) on Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center.

2. Create a truststore which includes the certificate from step 1.
3. You need to know the URL for the Authentication Service.

For DS8000

1. Create a Storage Authentication Service (SAS) policy with information collected from Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center and the LDAP server.

2. Test the Storage Authentication Service policy using a valid LDAP user mapped to a DS8000 user
role in the policy.

3. Activate the Storage Authentication Service policy using a valid LDAP user mapped to the
DS8000 administrative user role in the policy.

Configuring Tivoli Storage Productivity Center

This procedure assumes that Tivoli Storage Productivity Center is set up with the LDAP repository. Follow
these steps:

1. Obtain the URL for the Authentication Service.
Example:

https://TIP_server_host:16311/TokenService/services/Trust

The port for the Authentication Service (16311) is one plus the default Tivoli Integrated Portal port
(16310). If you change the default port, for example, 17522, then the port number to use for the
Authentication Service is one plus the Tivoli Integrated Portal port. In this example, the port number
would be:
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https://tpcserver1.storage.mycompany.com:17523/TokenService/services/Trust

2. Create the truststore file and import the certificate into the truststore file using the ikeyMan tool:
a. Launch the ikeyMan tool.

For example on Windows®:

c:\Program Files\IBM\tivoli\tip\bin\ikeyman.bat

b. Click Key Database File > New. In the New window, enter the following information and click
OK:

Key database type
Enter or leave the default JKS.

File Name
Enter a file name. For example, enter tpc_ess.jks.
Nota: The default location is:

c:\Program Files\IBM\tivoli\tip\bin\

Location
Enter a location. For example, enter c:\tpc\. Click OK.

c. The next window prompts you to specify a password for this truststore. Specify a password that
you can remember. Click OK.

d. In the next window, click Add. The Add CA certificate opens. Click Browse and select the
certificate file that you created in step 2.b. Click Done, then click OK.

i. Look for the certificate file.
ii. Change the Files of Type to All files.

iii. Click Open.
e. From the prompt, specify a label. Provide any label. An example of a label is ESS_Cert. Click OK.

The ESS_Cert is now one of the certificates listed.
f. Exit the ikeyman tool and locate the truststore file (for example, tpc_ess.jks). You need this

truststore file and the password to configure the LDAP-based policy on DS8000.
3. Log on to IBM® Tivoli Integrated Portal. Start an Internet Explorer Web browser, and enter the following

information in the address bar:

https://hostname:port/ibm/console/logon.jsp

where hostname defines the name of the server that is running IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal and port
defines the port number for IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal. The default port is 16310. Contact your IBM
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center administrator if you need to verify the host name and port number.
On the IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal logon page, log on using the LDAP user ID and password.

4. Create the truststore in IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal.
a. When logged in to IBM Tivoli Integrated Portal, go to the Personal Certificates page for the

Default keystore. Click Security > SSL certificate and key management > Key stores and
certificates > NodeDefaultKeyStore > Personal Certificates. On this page, select the default
certificate and click Extract. On the resulting page, enter the following information:

Certificate file name
Enter a file name for the extracted certificate. This file automatically gets created in
TIP_install_directory/profiles/TIPProfile/etc/. For Windows, the default
directory is C:\TIP_install_directory\profiles\TIPProfile\etc\. Accept and
select the default data type. Click OK.

b. The truststore setup is complete.
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5. Find the user ID and password that is used in LDAP to use for the DS8000 Storage Authentication
Service policy configuration page.

This user ID is used for authenticating with the Authentication Service. It can be any user ID in LDAP, or
a user ID that is also used by Tivoli Storage Productivity Center. This user ID is used as the "Application
Client User ID" for a Storage Authentication Service policy on the DS8000.

6. Find the name of a group in LDAP with which you can log in to Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and the
DS8000. You would use this LDAP group on the DS8000 also, for mapping to DS8000 roles.

You can go to the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center Role-to-Group Mapping node to find out which
LDAP group is mapped to the role in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center.

To find the LDAP group name, open the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center GUI and click Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center > Configuration > Role-to-Group Mapping.

The information gathered in steps 1, 2, 4, 5, and 6 is used on the DS8000 Storage Authentication
Service policy creation page.

7. Configure DS8000 R4.2 or later.

Configuring DS8000 for LDAP authentication

Follow these steps:

1. Add the IP address of the DS8000 Hardware Management Console to the Internet Explorer list of
trusted sites using the following steps:

a. Open the Internet Explorer by clicking the Internet Explorer icon located on the Quick Launch
toolbar.

b. From the Internet Explorer toolbar, click Tools > Internet options.
c. Click the Security tab, click the Trusted sites icon and then click Sites.
d. In the Add this web site to the zone field, type the IP address of the DS8000 Hardware

Management Console (HMC). Click Add and the IP address is added to the Websites field.
e. Click Close and then click OK to exit the Internet Options window, and then close the Internet

Explorer.
2. To access the DS8000 GUI, expand Element Manager. Click DS8000. In the right pane, select the

DS8000 you want. From the Select Action drop-down list, click Launch Default Element Manager.
This action opens the DS8000 Storage Manager GUI so that you can administer the DS8000. Use the
administrative user ID and password. Enter the User Name and Password. Click OK.

3. On the DS8000 Storage Manager Welcome page, click Real-time manager > Monitor System > User
Administration.

4. On the User and Authentication Policy Administration Summary page, select a Complex Name. From
the Select action menu, select Create Storage Authentication Service Policy.

5. The Authentication Service Configuration page is displayed. Enter the following information:
Policy Name
Authentication Service URL (primary)
Authentication Service Client User ID
Authentication Service Client Password
Confirm Authentication Service Client Password

Click Next.
Nota: An example of the authentication URL is:

https://TIP_server_host:16311/TokenService/services/Trust

Here is an example:
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https://tpcserver1.storage.mycompany.com:16311/TokenService/services/Trust

The port for the Authentication Service (16311) is one plus the default Tivoli Integrated Portal port
(16310). If you change the default port, for example, 17522, then the port number to use for the
Authentication Service is one plus the Tivoli Integrated Portal port. In this example, the port number
would be:

6. The Truststore file Information page is displayed. Enter the following information:
Truststore File Location
Truststore File Password
Confirm Truststore File Password

Click Next.
7. The Map External Users and User Groups to DS8000 User Roles page is displayed. Enter the following

information:
External Entity Name
External Entity Type
DS8000 User Role

Click Add. The entry is entered in the table at the bottom of this page. Select the entry you created and
click Next.

8. The Verification page is displayed. Verify the information and click Next.
9. The Summary page is displayed. Click Activate the Policy if you want to activate the policy

immediately. If you want to test the policy before activating it, do not select Activate the Policy and
click Finish to create the policy. This scenario assumes that you want to test the policy before
activating it. You see a message dialog indicating whether the policy was successfully created or not. If
the policy was successfully created, close the message dialog.

10. The Manage Authorization Policy page is displayed. Select a policy. From the Select action menu, click
Test Authentication Policy.

11. The Test Storage Authentication Service Policy page is displayed. Enter the following information:
External User Name
External User Password

Provide an LDAP user ID and password for External User Name and External User Password. The user
ID must already be mapped to a valid DS8000 user role in the Storage Authentication Service policy.
This user ID does not have to be in the Administrator group. Click OK.

12. The Manage Authentication Policy page is displayed. Select the policy you want. From the Select action
menu, click Activate Authentication Policy.

13. The Activate Storage Authentication Service Policy page is displayed. Enter the following information:
External User Name
External User Password

Provide an LDAP user ID and password for External User Name and External User Password. The user
ID must already be mapped to a valid DS8000 user role in the Storage Authentication Service policy.
This user ID must be in the Administrator group. Click OK. The policy is now activated. Close the page.

Backing up and recovering the SSPC system
The Windows® Server Backup feature provides a basic backup and recovery solution for computers running
the Windows Server 2008 operating system. SSPC provides a procedure that allows you to recover your
system in the event of a system failure.

Backing up the SSPC system
You can use the Windows Server Backup feature to protect your operating system, volumes, files, and
application data. Backups can be saved to shared folders on a network drive or to DVDs. They can be
scheduled to run automatically or manually.
Recovering the SSPC system
The method of recovering the SSPC system varies, depending on the number of hard disk drives that
failed and whether you backed up each drive.
Backing up the IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center database
Backing up and recovering Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication
There are two methods for backing up IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center for Replication.
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Backing up the SSPC system
You can use the Windows® Server Backup feature to protect your operating system, volumes, files, and
application data. Backups can be saved to shared folders on a network drive or to DVDs. They can be
scheduled to run automatically or manually.

You can create a backup using the Backup Schedule Wizard to enable backups to run on a regular schedule or
you can use the Backup Once Wizard to run a one-time backup. You can access both of these wizards from the
Windows Server Backup Microsoft® Management Console (MMC). You can also create regular or one-time
backups using the Wbadmin command.

When backing up your system, use the Full server (all volumes) option. Do not use the Critical volumes or
Noncritical volumes option. The Full server option backs up all volumes, including all files, data, applications,
and the system state.

To use Windows Server Backup, you must be a member of the Windows Backup Operators or Administrators
group, or you must have been delegated the appropriate authority. (The Administrator user ID that is included
with SSPC is a member of the Administrators group and has the appropriate authority to perform backups.) If
you want to use an SSPC user ID other than the Administrator user ID to create and recover a backup image,
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see the instructions in Enabling a non-Administrator user ID to create a backup image. Changing the
properties of a non-Administrator user ID so that it is authorized to recover a backup image is a task that can
be performed only by a member of the Windows Administrators group. For complete information, see
Windows 2008 Help and Support by clicking Start > Help and Support. Search add a user account to a group.

Dica: Record the password that you use to backup SSPC. If you must recover SSPC image you must use the
password that you recorded at the time that you backed up the SSPC image. Otherwise, you will not be able to
log on to Windows, or access IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center or IBM DB2.

If both of the hard disk drives in the SSPC server failed, you must use the LSI Configuration Utility Program to
recover files. The LSI Configuration Utility Program is firmware that is preinstalled on the SSPC server that can
create redundancy for the files on the 2805-MC4 hard disk drives. You are not required to manually set up the
LSI Configuration Utility Program if only one hard drive fails. If one drive fails, the LSI Configuration Utility
Program automatically identifies the new hard drive and copies the files from the failed drive to the redundant
drive. The copying begins when Microsoft® Windows® 2008 Enterprise Editions starts, and runs in the
background until the copy operation is complete.

You must manually set up the LSI Configuration Utility Program if one of the following conditions exists:

Both hard drives have been completely formatted
Both hard drives have been replaced
The LSI Configuration Utility Program was removed from the SSPC server

To recover the SSPC system:

1. Determine whether you must manually set up the LSI Configuration Utility Program:
If you must set up the program, perform the steps in Manually setting up the LSI Configuration
Utility Program and go to step 2.
If you do not have to set up the program, go to step 2.

2. Select and perform one of the following recovery procedures:
If you backed up your SSPC system and want to recover it from a shared folder on a network
drive, see Recovering the backup image from a shared folder on a network drive.
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If you backed up your SSPC system and want to recover it from DVDs, see Recovering the
backup image from DVDs.
If you did not back up your SSPC system, see Recovering the SSPC image if you did not back it
up.

Manually setting up the LSI Configuration Utility Program
If both of the hard drives in the SSPC 2805-MC4 have been completely formatted or replaced, or if the
LSI Configuration Utility Program was removed from the SSPC server, you must manually set up the LSI
Configuration Utility Program.
Recovering the SSPC system if you backed it up
This topic explains methods of recovering your backed up SSPC image.
Recovering the SSPC image if you did not back it up
You might need to recover the SSPC system if you did not back it up with the Windows Server Backup
feature.
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Manually setting up the LSI Configuration Utility Program
If both of the hard drives in the SSPC 2805-MC4 have been completely formatted or replaced, or if the LSI
Configuration Utility Program was removed from the SSPC server, you must manually set up the LSI
Configuration Utility Program.

The LSI Configuration Utility Program supports the SSPC server's redundant array of independent disks
(RAID). By using the LSI Configuration Utility Program, the server can create redundancy for the files on its
2805-MC4 hard disk drives so that if one disk drive fails, the data can be read or regenerated from the other
disk drive in the array.

To manually set up the LSI Configuration Utility Program, perform the following steps:

1. Ensure that a keyboard, video, and mouse (KVM) unit is securely connected to the SSPC server.
2. Restart the server using the following steps:

a. From the SSPC desktop, click Start.
b. Click the right arrow icon and from the list click Restart. The Shut Down Windows® window is

displayed.
c. In the Shutdown Event tracker box, from Options select Operation system: Reconfiguration

(Planned) and click OK. The IBM® System x Server Firmware window is displayed while
Windows restarts.

d. If the server does not respond (for example, if the mouse cursor does not move), press the
power-control button to turn off the server. Wait two minutes and push the power-control button
again to restart the server.

3. Press Ctrl + H to start the LSI Configuration Utility Program. The Adapter Selection window is
displayed.

4. Click Start. The MegaRAID BIOS Config Utility Virtual Configuration window is displayed.
5. In the left navigation panel, click Configuration Wizard.
6. Click New Configuration and click Next. The following message is displayed:

This is a Destructive Operation! 
Original configuration and data will be lost 
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Select YES, if desired so.

7. Click Yes.
8. From the Select Configuration Method window, perform the following steps:

a. Click Automatic Configuration.
b. In the Redundancy field, click Redundancy when possible from the list.
c. Click Next.

9. In the Configuration Preview window. click Accept. The following message is displayed: Save this
Configuration?

10. Click Yes. The following message is displayed:

All data on the new Virtual Drives will be lost. 
Want to Initialize?

11. Click Yes. The window quickly loads twice.
12. Click Slow Initialize, and click Go. The following message is displayed:

All data on the new Virtual Drives will be lost. 
Want to Proceed with Initialization?

13. Click Yes. A progress window displays the percentage of the initialization.
14. When the initialization is complete, click Back. The setup of the LSI Configuration Utility Program is

successful if the text in the Drives pane is similar to the following:

Backplane: (252), Slot:0, SAS, HDD, 135.972 GB, Online 
Backplane: (252), Slot:1, SAS, HDD, 135.972 GB, Online

15. Click Exit.
16. At Exit Application, click Yes.
17. After you perform step 16, the interface does not present an interactive screen. Perform the following

steps:
a. Press Ctrl + Alt + Delete on the keyboard to restart the server.
b. When the IBM System x Server Firmware window is displayed (and as the server restarts),

insert the Windows 2008 Recovery CD (the 32-bit version) into the DVD drive of the SSPC server.
Windows loads files. After approximately 5 minutes, the System Recovery Options window opens.

18. Continue by performing one of the following types of recovery:
If you previously backed up your system and you want to recover the image from a shared folder
on a network drive, go to step 3 in Recovering the backup image from a shared folder on a
network drive.
If you previously backed up your system and you want to recover the image from DVDs, go to
step 3 in Recovering the backup image from DVDs.
If you did not back up your system and you want to recover the image, go to step 3 in Recovering
the SSPC image if you did not back it up.
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Recovering the SSPC system if you backed it up
This topic explains methods of recovering your backed up SSPC image.
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If your SSPC system does not start and you previously backed it up by using the Windows® Server Backup
feature, you can use the Windows 2008 Recovery CD (that comes with the SSPC) and your backup DVDs to
recover the image. You can also recover the backup image from a shared folder on a network drive. The
backup image that you created with Windows Server Backup can restore the operating system state, volumes,
application data, backup catalog, and local files and folders. To recover the SSPC image, you must have
backed it up previously by using the Full server (all volumes) option, rather than the Critical volumes or
Noncritical volumes option.
Requirement: To recover data using Windows Server Backup, you must be a member of the Windows Backup
Operators or Administrators group, or you must have been delegated with the appropriate authority. The SSPC
Administrator user ID is a member of the Administrators group and has the appropriate authority to perform
recoveries. If you have created an additional SSPC user ID and you want to perform the recovery by using this
ID, see Enabling a non-Administrator user ID to create a backup image.

To restore your SSPC system image from a shared folder on a network drive, use the procedure in this section.
Before you start, assemble the following materials and ensure that the SSPC server is connected to a
keyboard, video, and mouse (KVM) unit:

The password that you used when you backed up the SSPC image. To recover the image, you must use
this password. Otherwise, you will not be able to log on to Windows®, or access IBM® Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center or IBM DB2.
Windows 2008 Recovery CD (use the 32-bit version that comes with your SSPC server)
Administrator user ID and password for the device on which the shared folder resides
IP and DNS addresses for the device on which the shared folder resides
Directory location of the shared folder

Perform the following steps:

1. Turn on the SSPC server.
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2. When the IBM System x Server Firmware window is displayed, insert the Windows 2008 Recovery CD
(the 32-bit version) into the DVD drive of the SSPC server.

Windows loads files. After approximately 5 minutes, the System Recovery Options window opens.

3. Select a language and a keyboard layout, and click Next.
4. Select the operating system to repair. Click Next.
5. At Choose a recovery tool, perform one of the following steps:

If the SSPC server is in a Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) environment,
Windows connects to your network drive. Go to step 8.
If the SSPC server is not in a DHCP environment, perform the following steps to connect to
your network drive:

a. Click Command Prompt.
b. Change the directory by typing cd \sources\recovery\tools and press Enter.
c. To determine whether the SSPC is connected to the network, type wpeinit and press

Enter.
d. To initialize the network, type ipconfig and press Enter.
e. To set the static IP address, type: setipconfig network port 1|2ip addrsubnet
maskgatewayDNS server (where the values are the network port, IP address, subnet
mask address, gateway address and DNS server address of the network drive) and press
Enter. Wait for the Ethernet adapter Local Area Connection information to display.

f. Click the X in the top right to close the command prompt window. The SSPC server
connects to the network drive and returns to the Choose a recovery tool window.

6. Click Windows Complete PC Restore.
7. Click Cancel when you see the following message: A valid backup location could not be
found. Windows cannot find a backup on this computer. Attach the backup hard
disk or insert the final DVD from a backup set and click Retry, click Cancel.

8. At Restore your entire computer from a backup, click Restore a different backup and click Next.
9. At Select the location of the backup, click Advanced.

10. Click Search for a backup on the network.
11. At the message Are you sure you want to connect to the network?, click Yes. The server

connects to the network.
12. In the Network Folder field, type the location of the shared folder on the network drive and click OK.

Refer to the example on the window for the correct format. Type only the root directory (and not any
subdirectories) of the network-attached drive.

13. Type the Administrator user ID and password, and click OK.
14. At Select the location of the backup, click the backup that you want to recover and click Next.
15. Click the backup that has the date and time that you want, and click Next.
16. At Choose how to restore the backup, click Next.
17. Click Finish. Windows presents the message Windows Complete PC Restore will format the

disks you chose to restore, which will erase all existing data.
18. Select the check box I confirm that I want to format the disks and restore the backup, and click OK.

Windows begins restoring the image from the shared folder. The process takes several minutes. When
the image is fully restored, the SSPC server automatically restarts and briefly displays a message that
confirms the recovery.
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Recovering the backup image from DVDs
You might need to recover the backed up SSPC system image from DVDs.

To restore the SSPC system image from DVDs, use the following procedure. Before you start, assemble the
following materials and ensure that the SSPC server is connected to a keyboard, video, and mouse (KVM) unit:

The password that you used when you backed up the SSPC image. To recover the image, you must use
this password. Otherwise, you will not be able to log on to Windows®, or access IBM® Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center or IBM DB2.
Windows 2008 Recovery CD (use the 32-bit version that comes with your SSPC server)
DVDs that contain your backup image
A completed planning work sheet (see Planning work sheet)

Perform the following steps:

1. Turn on the SSPC server.
2. When the IBM System x Server Firmware window is displayed, insert the Windows 2008 Recovery CD

(the 32-bit version) into the DVD drive of the SSPC server.

Windows loads files. After approximately 5 minutes, the System Recovery Options window opens.

3. Select a language and a keyboard layout, and click Next.
4. Select the operating system to repair. Click Next.
5. At Choose a recovery tool, click Windows Complete PC Restore. Windows presents the message: A
valid backup location could not be found. Windows cannot find a backup on this
computer. Attach the backup hard disk or insert the final DVD from a backup
set and click Retry.

6. Insert the last DVD from your backup group into the external drive and click Retry. Windows scans for
backup disks.

7. At Restore your entire computer from a backup, click Use the latest available backup
(recommended) and click Next.

8. At Choose how to restore the backup, click Next.
9. Click Finish. Windows presents the message: Windows Complete PC Restore will erase all
data on the disks you chose to restore.

10. Select the check box I confirm that I want to erase all existing data and restore the backup, and
click OK. The message The disk is not the requested disk displays, along with the name of a
disk.

11. Remove the disk that is currently in the external drive and insert the disk that is named in the message.
Click OK. Windows continues the recovery.

12. If prompted, insert any remaining disks from your backup group. When the image is fully restored, the
SSPC server automatically restarts and briefly displays a message that confirms the recovery.
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Recovering the SSPC image if you did not back it up
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You might need to recover the SSPC system if you did not back it up with the Windows® Server Backup
feature.

If you need to recover the SSPC system but you did not back it up, use the Windows 2008 Recovery CD and
the SSPC Recovery Image DVD to restore the SSPC to its factory image. The recovery CD and the image DVD
come with the SSPC server.

Recovery Image DVD into the server.

10. At the prompt Please insert the SSPC recovery DVD and enter the location of
recovery DVD <d:>?, press Enter.

11. Press any key to continue. The process of restoring the image begins.
12. When the image is fully restored, press any key to continue.
13. Click the X at the top right to close the window.
14. At Choose a recovery tool, remove the SSPC Recovery Image DVD from the SSPC server and perform

one of the following actions:
If you want to restart the server, click Restart. The IBM® System x Server Firmware window is
displayed while the server restarts. The process takes approximately 10 minutes and the server
automatically restarts again.

The following messages are displayed:

Boot Fail. CD/DVD Rom 
Boot Fail. Floppy Drive

Ignore these messages; they are displayed whenever the server starts or restarts and no disk is
in the CD/DVD drive. The server continues to start. When the Initial Configuration Tasks
window is displayed, configure the computer and network settings by using the instructions in
For the IBM service representative: completing the initial configuration tasks.

Dica: When you configure the computer and network settings, for some SSPC servers the
Password Tool window opens in the foreground and the Initial Configuration Tasks window
opens in the background. The order in which you complete the tasks in these two windows does
not matter.
If you want to shut down the server, click Shut Down. When you start the server again, go to For
the IBM service representative: configuring the operating system and complete all remaining
steps for setting up the SSPC server.

f. The Specify where to store your backup image panel is displayed. For Media Type, enter File

System. If you want to add a new folder, click Add.

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IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center supports Internet Protocol Version 6 (IPv6) for communication
between its components. The key IPv6 enhancement is the expansion of IP address spaces from 32 bits (up
to 15 characters in length) to 128 bits (up to 45 characters in length).

Overview

You can run Tivoli Storage Productivity Center on computers that are enabled for IPv4, IPv6, or dual stack.
Dual stack indicates that a machine has both the IPv4 and IPv6 stacks enabled and both addresses
configured. The following table shows the internal components of Tivoli Storage Productivity Center that can
communicate with each other using IPv6.

Administrative Services > Discovery >
Specify a range of IPv6 addresses for an SNMP discovery on an IPv6-only or dual stack machine
against IPv6-enabled target machines.

Administrative Services > Configuration >
If the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center servers are running on an IPv6-only or dual stack machine
enter the following information:

Specify an IPv6 address for the target machine of SNMP traps that are generated as a result of
triggered alerts.

IPv6 considerations in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center

communication.
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IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center provides limited support of some functions when using IPv6
communication.

Keep in mind the following considerations when using the product on machines configured for IPv6 only:

Starting an element manager into a Web browser
You must use Internet Explorer 7 when you start an element manager into a Web browser. Internet
Explorer 6 does not support URLs that contain literal IPv6 host addresses. You can start element
managers from a number of panels within the user interface:

Click Disk Manager > Storage Subsystems.
Click Disk Manager > Storage Subsystems > details.
Click IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center > Configuration Utility > Element Manager tab.

Staring the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center user interface using Java™ Web Start
You cannot use Java Web Start to start the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center user interface on a
Windows® system if both of the following conditions are true:

An IPv6 address or a hostname that resolves to an IPv6 address is specified as the target host in
the Java Web Start URL.
Java Runtime Environment (JRE) 1.4.2 is installed on the same system as the Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center user interface.

Using the Brocade API when adding an out of band fabric agent
You cannot use the advanced Brocade API functions with switches because it does not support IPv6.
Use a CIM agent for managing a switch or enable the IPv4 protocol on the switch. On an IPv6-only
machine, the Enable Advanced Brocade Discovery check box on the panel is disabled.

Using IPv6 communication between master and subordinate servers (for Rollup reporting)
If the master server is located on an IPv6-only computer, it can communicate with existing subordinate
servers under the following conditions: the subordinate servers are upgraded to IBM TotalStorage
Productivity Center v3.3.2 or higher and the IPv6 protocol is enabled on the computers where they are
located.

Defining Tivoli Enterprise Console events as triggered actions
You cannot use Tivoli Enterprise Console (TEC) events as triggered actions when defining alerts for
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center jobs.

Selecting files for archive and backup
You cannot select files for Tivoli Storage Manager archive and delete jobs. For example, you cannot use
the alerting function of a constraint to automatically invoke a Tivoli Storage Manager archive or backup
job to run against the files that violate that constraint.

Using Data agents and Fabric agents to collect information about the storage in your environment
Data and Fabric agents cannot communicate with Data and Device servers that have been enabled for
IPv6 and are installed on IPv6-only machines. However, Data and Fabric agents that are located on
IPv4 machines can communicate with Data and Device servers that are installed on machines that have
both IPv4 and IPv6 stacks (dual stack) enabled.
Because of this limitation, the following functions are not available in an IPv6-only environment:

The Agent Manager is disabled under IPv6 communication. Agent Manager and agent
communication can use IPv4 only. The Agent Manager is a network service that provides
authentication and authorization. It also processes queries about its registry of configuration
information about the agents and management applications, and provides an agent recovery
service which is a network service for error logging for agents that cannot communicate with
other Agent Manager services.
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You cannot use Data Manager for Chargeback to charge for storage information. The agents that
collect charge back information do not communicate over IPv6.
You cannot use Data Manager for Databases to monitor relational databases. The agents that
collect relational database information do not communicate over IPv6.
You cannot monitor NetWare and NetApp devices. The agents that collect information about
these devices do not communicate over IPv6.
You cannot monitor VMware ESX servers and Virtual Centers (hypervisors) because they are not
IPv6 enabled.
You cannot monitor HACMP and MSCS clusters.

In IPv6-only environments, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center will gather data about devices managed
by:

SMI-S CIM (Common Information Model ) agents (for example, Brocade CIM agents, DS8000K
CIM agents, SVC CIM agents)
Out of Band Fabric SNMP agents
SLP (Service Location Protocol ) directory agents
IPv6-enabled Tivoli Storage Productivity Center servers for rollup probes and reporting

Element managers on the same HMC also appear in the
element manager table

IBM DS8000 element managers that exist on the same Hardware Management Console (HMC) might appear
in the element manager table at the same time.

Problem

This problem occurs if:

1. You manually add an element manager to the Element Manager page and indicate HTTP or HTTPs for
its connection protocol.

2. You add a CIMOM (DS CIM Agent) connection to that element manager.
a. IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center automatically starts a CIMOM discovery job.
b. Element managers that are managing the same storage subsystems as the CIMOM are

automatically added to the element manager table upon a successful CIMOM discovery job.
3. The CIMOM discovery process in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center might be configured to report IBM

DS8000 element managers that use an IP protocol other than the protocol you defined when adding
the element manager. For example, if you define HTTP for an element manager's protocol, and the
CIMOM discovery job reports another element manager on the same HMC that uses HTTPS, then both
element managers from that HMC will appear on the Element Manager page.

Each CIMOM in your environment has configurable values in a properties files that determine which protocol
(HTTP or HTTPS) to return when reporting upon a registered IBM DS8000's Element Manager URL. By default,
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the CIMOM will return the HTTPS version of the element manager during a successful CIMOM discovery job in
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center.

In this default setup, the HTTPS version of the element manager is automatically added to the element
manager table after a CIMOM discovery, thus resulting in two element managers from the same machine
appearing on the table: the HTTP version of the element manager that was manually added and the HTTPS
version that was automatically added through the CIMOM discovery process.

Action

Edit the values of the properties in the DS CIM Agents /config/provider.configuration file that
determine which element managers are reported during a CIMOM discovery job in Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center. The properties and default values in the provider.configuration file are:

DS_StorageManager_HTTPEnabled = true 
DS_StorageManager_HTTPSEnabled = true

Set a property to false if you want to prevent the CIMOM from reporting an element manager on that protocol.
For example:

1. Set DS_StorageManager_HTTPSEnabled = false.
2. Use the Element Manager page to add an element manager and define HTTP for its protocol.
3. Add a CIMOM connection to the element manager. The CIMOM discovery job in Tivoli Storage

Productivity Center runs and does not report the HTTPS element manager that might be on the same
machine. The element manager on HTTP appears in the Element Manager page only.

Nota: An element manager might be added to the Element Manager table in the course of a CIMOM discovery,
and the discovered element manager will not have user credentials set. The user must add credentials to the
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element manager before they can start the element manager. The CIM agents must also have credentials set
for the CIMOM discovery to be successful. The CIM agent credentials are different from the element manager
credentials. The CIM agent credentials allow Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to communicate with the CIM
agent and collect information during CIMOM discovery. The element manager credentials allow a user to start
the element manager for the particular storage device from the Element Manager page.

The Element Manager page keeps different sets of credentials for each user logged into Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center. To grant a user the right to open a DS8000 Storage Manager, you must log in to Tivoli
Storage Productivity Center as that user and add credentials to the element manager. For example, if you set
the credentials for the element manager as user db2admin, then another user logs in as userx, userx must
set the credentials for that element manager.

This message can occur in these situations:

You have CIM agents 5.2.x, 5.3.x, and 5.4.x that are registered in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center with
the same DS8000. Tivoli Storage Productivity Center performs a CIMOM discovery. This will cause the
duplicate entries in the database table.
You have a CIM agent 5.3.x that is registered in Tivoli Storage Productivity Center with the DS8000.
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center performs a CIMOM discovery. You manually add the element
manager. This will cause duplicate entries in the database table.
You can encounter this message when you attempt to open a DS8000 GUI from the Element Manager
page of Tivoli Storage Productivity Center while logged into Tivoli Storage Productivity Center with a
different user ID from the user ID who added the element manager.
Tivoli Storage Productivity Center finds the element manager in the course of a CIMOM discovery.
When you log into Tivoli Storage Productivity Center, add a CIM agent with CIMOM credentials
(optional, see note below), and then run a CIMOM discovery, the CIM agent will provide the element
manager path, which Tivoli Storage Productivity Center adds to the Element Manager table. The first
time you open the DS8000 GUI, you will see this message.
Nota: You do not need to manually add the CIM agent, it can be found on the same subnet if you have
"scan local subnet" selected in CIMOM discovery options, which is the default. If you discover the CIM
agents on the local subnet you will have to modify the DS CIM agent details to add CIM agent
credentials. CIM agent credentials are different from element manager credentials.
The first time after you changed the user authentication method from OS to LDAP and tried to start a
DS8000 element manager. Though you created the truststore certification and activated the LDAP
policy, message GUI8333E is displayed.

Action

To work around this problem, follow these steps:

1. At the error message, click OK. The Modify Element Manager panel is displayed.
2. Enter the correct credentials (username and password). If you changed the authentication method

from OS to LDAP, enter the LDAP credentials.
3. Enter the password again to confirm it.
4. Enter an optional display name.
5. Click Save. The DS8000 element manager that you want automatically starts.

You see duplicate entries in the element manager table for the same element manager.

Problem

You receive this message:

EMSG_0009E The element manager already exists.

This message can occur in these situations:

You have CIM agents 5.3.x and 5.4.x that are registered with the DS8000. Tivoli Storage Productivity
Center performs a CIMOM discovery. You manually add the Element Manager using HTTPS protocol.
This will cause duplicate entries in the element manager table. If you did not specify a Display Name
when manually adding the element manager, the table entries will have the same name:
https://<IP_address_of_element_manager>.
You have a CIM agent (either 5.4.x, 5.3.x, or pre-5.3) which has a DS8000 registered. Tivoli Storage
Productivity Center performs a CIMOM discovery. You manually add the Element Manager using HTTP
protocol. This will cause duplicate entries in the table. If you did not specify a Display Name when
manually adding the element manager, the display names will be nearly the same, differing only in their
protocol. For example http://<IP_address_of_element_manager> for the manually added
element manager, and https://<IP_address_of_element_manager> for the discovered element
manager.

To work around this problem, follow these steps:

1. At the error message, click OK. The Modify Element Manager panel is displayed.
2. Enter the correct credentials (username and password).
3. Enter the password again to confirm it.
4. Enter an optional display name.
5. Click Save. The DS8000 element manager that you want automatically launches.

Installing the agents and Agent Manager
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You can install the agents and Agent Manager to collect additional information from the machines or storage
systems.

The Agent Manager server is a network service that provides authentication and authorization services and
maintains a registry of configuration information about the managed systems in your environment. The Agent
Manager is required only if you plan on installing the agents.

The Data agents collect information from the machine or host on which they are installed. The agents collect
asset information, file and filesystem attributes, and any other information needed from the computer system.
Data agents can also gather information on database managers installed on the server, Novell NDS tree
information, and NAS device information.

Fabric agents use scanners to collect information. The Fabric agents are installed on the computer systems
that have fiber optic connectivity (through HBAs) into the SAN fabrics that you want to manage and monitor.
The agents collect fabric topology information, port state information, and zoning information. The Fabric
agents can identify other SAN-attached devices (if they are in the same zone).

If you have an Agent Manager already installed in your environment, you do not have to install another Agent
Manager.

The agents and Agent Manager are shipped with IBM® Tivoli Storage Productivity Center.

Before you install the agents and Agent Manager

If you are installing the agents and have changed your host name on the SSPC server, you must change the
InstallVariable.properties file with the new host name. Follow these steps:

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Accessing reports about storage resources
IBM® System Storage Productivity Center uses the functionality of IBM Tivoli Storage Productivity Center to
provide reports about storage resources. These reports are organized into different types and categories to
provide both summary and detailed information about the storage resources in your environment.

Data that appears in reports is based on statistical information accumulated by data collection jobs and
stored in the database repository. You can select the specific systems, storage subsystems, switches,
clusters, disks, and file systems upon which you want to report.

Reports are organized into report types and categories, which can be expanded in the navigation tree to reveal
additional sub-categories of reporting. Some reports are also accessible through the topology viewer.

Reporting types: system reports, user ID reports, user-defined online reports
Report categories: asset, Tivoli Storage Productivity Center-wide storage space (capacity), monitored
computer storage space, storage subsystem, tape library, data source

For an example of the reports you can generate see Tabela 1. Use this table to determine which reports are
most useful to you and which data collection jobs to run for those reports.

See also refers the reader to a related or contrasting term.

1U
A unit of measurement that equals 1.75 inches in height and is one unit of space between shelves on a
rack.

agent
An entity that represents one or more managed objects by sending notifications regarding the objects
and by handling requests from servers for management operations to modify or query the objects.

authentication
The security service that provides proof that a user of a computer system is genuinely who that person
claims to be. Common mechanisms for implementing this service are passwords and digital signatures.
Authentication is distinct from authorization; authentication is not concerned with granting or denying
access to system resources. See also authorization.

authorization
The process of granting a user, system, or process either complete or restricted access to an object,
resource, or function.

CIM
See Common Information Model.

CIM agent
The code that consists of common building blocks that can be used instead of proprietary software or
device-specific programming interfaces to manage devices that are compliant with the Common
Information Model (CIM).

CIMOM
See CIM object manager.

CIM object manager (CIMOM)
The common conceptual framework for data management that receives, validates, and authenticates
the CIM requests from the client application. It then directs the requests to the appropriate component
or service provider.

cluster
Up to four pairs of IBM System Storage SAN Volume Controller nodes that provide a single
configuration and service interface.
A partition capable of performing all DS8000 series functions.

Common Information Model (CIM)
An implementation-neutral, object-oriented schema for describing network management information.
The Distributed Management Task Force (DMTF) develops and maintains CIM specifications.

Configuration Utility
A utility in the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center that enables a user to configure and administer the
IBM System Storage DS8000 and other storage subsystems by adding and managing element
managers.

console
A user interface to a server, for example, the interface provided on a personal computer.

data collection
The process of obtaining performance and availability monitoring data and providing that data to a
metric evaluator. Examples of data collectors include DNS probes, Web page analyzers, or database
analyzers. See also discovery.

discovery
The process of finding resources within an enterprise, including finding the new location of monitored
resources that were moved. Discovery includes the detection of changes in network topology, such as
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new and deleted nodes, or new and deleted interfaces.
domain name

In Internet communications, a name of a host system. A domain name consists of a sequence of
subnames that are separated by a delimiter character, for example, www.ibm.com. See also Domain
Name System.

domain name server
In Internet communications, a server program that supplies name-to-address conversion by mapping
domain names to IP addresses.

Domain Name System (DNS)
The distributed database system used to map domain names to IP addresses. See also domain name.

DNS
See Domain Name System.

EIA unit
A unit of measure, established by the Electronic Industries Association, equal to 4.45 millimeters
(0.175 inches).

EIA
See Electrical Industries Association.

Electronic Industries Association
An organization of electronics manufacturers that advances the technological growth of the industry,
represents the views of its members, and develops industry standards.

element
A component of a storage infrastructure. For example, an element can be a storage system, a switch, or
a virtualization appliance.

element manager
An application that is used for remotely configuring and managing a specific component of a storage
infrastructure. See also element.

enclosure
A free-standing structure or frame that can hold multiple servers and expansion units.

Enterprise Systems Connection (ESCON)
A set of IBM products and services that provides a dynamically connected environment using optical
cables as a transmission medium.

ESCON
See Enterprise Systems Connection.

Ethernet
A packet-based networking technology for local area networks (LANs) that supports multiple access
and handles contention by using Carrier Sense Multiple Access with Collision Detection (CSMA/CD) as
the access method. Ethernet is standardized in the IEEE 802.3 specification.

event
An occurrence of significance to a task or system. Events can include completion or failure of an
operation, a user action, or the change in state of a process.

fabric
A complex network of hubs, switches, adapter endpoints, and connecting cables that support a
communication protocol between devices. For example, fibre channel uses a fabric to connect devices.

fibre channel
A technology for transmitting data between computer devices. It is especially suited for attaching
computer servers to shared storage devices and for interconnecting storage controllers and drives.

FICON
See fibre channel connection.

fibre channel connection
A fibre-channel communication protocol designed for IBM mainframe computers and peripherals.

FlashCopy
An optional feature of the Storage System DS family that can make an instant copy of data, that is, a
point-in-time copy of a volume.
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fuzzy copy
A backup version or archived copy of a file that might not accurately reflect the original contents of the
file, because it was backed up or archived when the file was being modified.

Global Copy
An optional capability of the DS8000 remote mirror and copy feature that maintains a fuzzy copy of a
logical volume on the same DS8000 storage unit or on another DS8000 storage unit. In other words, all
modifications that any attached host performs on the primary logical volume are also performed on the
secondary logical volume at a later point in time. The original order of update is not strictly maintained.
See also remote mirror and copy and Metro Mirror.

Global Mirror
An optional capability of the remote mirror and copy feature that provides a two-site extended-
distance remote copy. Data that is written by the host to the storage unit at the local site is
automatically maintained at the remote site. See also Metro Mirror, remote mirror and copy, and Global
Copy.

GUI
See graphical user interface.

Globally Unique Identifier (GUID)
An algorithmically determined number that uniquely identifies an entity within a system.

graphical user interface (GUI)
A type of computer interface that presents a visual metaphor of a real-world scene, often of a desktop,
by combining high-resolution graphics, pointing devices, menu bars and other menus, overlapping
windows, icons and object-action relationship.

GUI
Graphical user interface.

GUID
See Globally Unique Identifier.

Hardware Management Console (HMC)
A system that controls managed systems, including the management of logical partitions. Using service
applications, the HMC communicates with managed systems to detect, consolidate, and send
information to IBM for analysis.

HMC
See Hardware Management Console.

host
A computer that is connected to a network and that provides an access point to that network. The host
can be a client, a server, or both a client and server simultaneously.

host name
In Internet communication, the name given to a computer. The host name might be a fully qualified
domain name such as mycomputer.city.company.com, or it might be a specific subname such as
mycomputer. See also host system.

host system
A computer, either mainframe (S/390 or zSeries) or open-system, that is connected to the ESS. S/390
or zSeries hosts are connected to the ESS through ESCON or FICON interfaces. Open-systems hosts are
connected to the ESS by the Small Computer System Interface (SCSI) or the fibre-channel interface.

hub
A fibre channel device that connects nodes into a logical loop by using a physical star topology.

in-band
Pertaining to signals that are carried within the telephony voice channel.

Internet Protocol (IP)
A protocol that routes data through a network or interconnected networks. This protocol acts as an
intermediary between the higher protocol layers and the physical network. See also Transmission
Control Protocol/Internet Protocol.

IP
See Internet Protocol.
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IP address
A unique address for a device or logical unit on a network that uses the Internet Protocol standard.

launch descriptor file
An XML file that describes the menus and the detailed uniform resource locators (URLs) for
applications. A launch descriptor file is required to enable the launch in context feature for the device.

launch in context
A feature that enables a user to access external applications from the Tivoli Storage Productivity Center
GUI.

LDAP
See Lightweight Directory Access Protocol.

Lightweight Directory Access Protocol (LDAP)
An open protocol that uses TCP/IP to provide access to directories that support an X.500 model and
that does not incur the resource requirements of the more complex X.500 Directory Access Protocol
(DAP). For example, LDAP can be used to locate people, organizations, and other resources in an
Internet or intranet directory.

Lightweight Third Party Authentication (LTPA)
An authentication framework that allows single sign-on across a set of Web servers that fall within an
Internet domain.

LTPA
See Lightweight Third Party Authentication.

managed host
A host that is managed by Tivoli Storage Productivity Center and one or more active in-band fabric
agents.

Management Information Base (MIB)
In the Simple Network Management Protocol (SNMP), a database of objects that can be queried or set
by a network management system.

Metro Mirror
A function of the remote mirror and copy feature that constantly updates a secondary copy of a volume
to match changes made to a source volume. See also remote mirror and copy and Global Copy.

Metro Global Mirror
A three-site, high availability, disaster recovery solution. Metro Global Mirror uses synchronous
replication to mirror data between a local site and an intermediate site, and asynchronous replication
to mirror data from an intermediate site to a remote site.

MIB
See Management Information Base.

navigation tree
A hierarchical structure that is used to access information.

password tool
A software application that manages the Administrator password and the host authentication password
so that they can be changed as one.
A software application that manages the DB2 user password, DB2 service password, and WebSphere
user password so that they can changed as one.

pool
A named set of storage volumes that is the destination for storing client data.

rack
See enclosure.

RAID
See Redundant Array of Independent Disks.

Redundant Array of Independent Disks (RAID)
A collection of two or more disk physical drives that present to the host an image of one or more logical
disk drives. In the event of a single physical device failure, the data can be read or regenerated from the
other disk drives in the array due to data redundancy.

remote console
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A display device that qualifies as a system console but is not directly attached to a system.
remote mirror and copy

A feature of a storage server that constantly updates a secondary copy of a logical volume to match
changes made to a primary logical volume. The primary and secondary volumes can be on the same
storage server or on separate storage servers. See also Global Mirror, Metro Mirror, and Global Copy.

SAN
See storage area network.

SCSI
See Small Computer System Interface.

Simple Network Management Protocol (SNMP)
A set of protocols for monitoring systems and devices in complex networks. Information about
managed devices is defined and stored in a Management Information Base (MIB).

single sign-on
An authentication process in which a user can access more than one system or application by entering
a single user ID and password.

Small Computer System Interface (SCSI)
A standard used by computer manufacturers for attaching peripheral devices (such as tape drives, hard
disks, CD-ROM drives, printers, and scanners) to computers (servers).

SMI-S
See Storage Management Initiative Specification.

SNMP
See Simple Network Management Protocol.

storage area network (SAN)
A dedicated storage network tailored to a specific environment, combining servers, storage products,
networking products, software, and services.

Storage Management Initiative Specification (SMI-S)
A design specification developed by the Storage Networking Industry Association (SNIA) that specifies
a secure and reliable interface with which storage management systems (SMSs) can identify, classify,
monitor, and control physical and logical resources in a storage area network (SAN). The interface
integrates the various devices to be managed in a storage area network (SAN) and the tools used to
manage them.

Storage Networking Industry Association (SNIA)
An alliance of computer vendors and universities that focus on developing and promoting industry
standards for storage networks.

storage pool
An aggregation of storage resources on a SAN that have been set aside for a particular purpose.

subsystem
A secondary or subordinate system, usually capable of operating independently of, or asynchronously
with, a controlling system.

switch
A network infrastructure component to which multiple nodes attach. Unlike hubs, switches typically
have internal bandwidth that is a multiple of link bandwidth, and the ability to rapidly switch node
connections from one to another. A typical switch can accommodate several simultaneous full link
bandwidth transmissions between different pairs of nodes. Contrast with hub.

system
A functional unit, consisting of one or more computers and associated software, that uses common
storage for all or part of a program and also for all or part of the data necessary for the execution of the
program. A computer system can be a stand-alone unit, or it can consist of multiple connected units.

token
The basic syntactic unit of a computing language. A token consists of one or more characters, excluding
the blank character and excluding characters within a string constant or delimited identifier.

topology
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The physical or logical mapping of the location of networking components or nodes within a network.
Common network topologies include bus, ring, star, and tree.

virtualization
In the storage industry, a concept in which a pool of storage is created that contains several disk
subsystems. The subsystems can be from various vendors. The pool can be split into virtual disks that
are visible to the host systems that use them.

volume
A discrete unit of storage on disk, tape or other data recording medium that supports some form of
identifier and parameter list, such as a volume label or input/output control. See also storage pool.

zone
A segment of a SAN fabric composed of selected storage device nodes and server nodes. Only the
members of a zone have access to one another.
